Troubleshooting

The appliance doesn’t respond
« Turn it off and wait a few minutes then turn it on again.

No sound

« Check that the Soundbarsystem is not set to Standby.
« Check that the correct source is selected.

« Adjust volume on the remote control of the soundbar.

No sound/low volume
(computer or personal audio player connected to the AUX jack)
« If the source has a volume control, check that this is turned up.

Audio quality is poor after connection with a pairing device

« The reception is poor. Move the device closer to the soundbar or remove any obstacle between them.

Cannot connect with a device via Pairing
- Pairing function of the device is not enabled or it is already connected to another BT device.

No remote control operation
- The batteries may be flat. Try replacing the batteries.

Care and maintenance

After using the soundbar system
Set it to Standby.

Care and cleaning
All care and cleaning operations should be carried out with the unit unplugged from the main power.
The surface of the unit can be cleaned with a barely damp cloth and then dried carefully.

Caution!
Never use abrasives, abrasive clothes or chemical solvents.
Loudspeaker grilles can be cleaned carefully with a soft brush.

How to mount the soundbar on a wall

The apparatus should not be exposed to dripping or splashing or placed in a
humid atmosphere such as a bathroom.
Do not install the product in the following areas:
- Places exposed to direct sunlight or close to radiators.
- Ontop of other stereo equipment that radiate too much heat.
- Blocking ventilation or in a dusty area.
- Areas where there is constant vibration.
- Humid or moist places.
- Do not place near candles or other naked flames.

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Pairing Soundbar and Subwoofer

How to pair CASB320 wireless Subwoofer with CASB320 Soundbar

1. Connect to AC power to turn on the wireless subwoofer, blue LED indicator is slow flashing.
Use a small pin to short press the WPS AUTO PAIR BUTTON through the small WPS hole on the
rear of the wireless subwoofer, then blue LED indicator becomes quick flashing and the
wireless subwoofer is under paring state with the soundbar.

2. Connect to AC power to turn on the soundbar, press "STANDBY" to enter into input source
(Bluetooth, AUX, Optical, HDMI ARC or USB)
Now the soundbar is under paring state with the wireless subwoofer.

3. Within around 30 seconds, blue LED indicator of the wireless subwoofer will become a
constant light without flashing, which means that the wireless subwoofer is now successfully
paired with the soundbar. Now you can enjoy your music.

4. After 1st successful pairing the wireless subwoofer will memorise the soundbar as Pair.
Next time when you turn on again the soundbar (enter into input source) and the wireless
subwoofer they will pair with each other automatically.

5. If you want to pair your wireless subwoofer with another soundbar (same series), please
repeat step 1 to step 3 above and make sure only the one soundbar which you want to pair
with the wireless subwoofer is turned on and entered into input source (BT, AUX, Optical, HDMI
ARC or USB) and that the other soundbars you don't want to pair with the wireless
subwoofer should are turned off or in Standby mode.

Remark:

1. If the wireless subwoofer is turned on, but the soundbar is in Standby mode or it is turned off
(not connected to AC power), the flashing blue LED indicator of the wireless subwooder will
become constant red after around 5 minutes.

It means that the wireless subwoofer has entered into waiting status.

2. To avoid sound quality interference caused by wireless signal interference, when you are
using the sound system, please keep it by appropriate distance away from your other wifi
device / 2.4G wireless device to avoid wireless signal interference.

3. Max connect distance range between soundbar and wireless subwoofer:

10m in the open space.
